Proposed Action Title: Construction and Operation of the National Nuclear Security Administration (NNSA) Albuquerque Complex Project
(SFO17-0002)

Location(s) (City/County/State): Kirtland Air Force Base (KAFB) Albuquerque, NM

Proposed Action Description:

The DOE proposes to construct and operate a NNSA Headquarters Operations facility located on DOE-owned land on Eubank Boulevard within
the boundaries of KAFB. The proposed facility would be a three-story, 325,000 square-foot building on a 20-acre lot with 8 acres designated for
parking for up to 1200 personnel. The proposed facility would obtain LEED Gold certification as required by DOE O 413.3B to build office
spaces, classified and unclassified areas, secured spaces, and storage and warehouse areas. The proposed action includes the demolition and
disposal (D&D) of most of the existing Albuguerque Complex (AC), which is comprised of 25 aging buildings on DOE and United States Air Force
(USAF)-owned properties located on KAFB. Ongoing Section 106 consultation with the NM State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO)
determined 4 of 25 buildings at the AC as eligible for the National Register of Historic Places and that demolition of these four building would
have an adverse effect. DOE would complete Section 106 consultation and mitigation activities prior to D&D. There are no known cultural sites
on the current or proposed location (CRIS 134570). A biological survey was completed but would require new surveys prior to earthwork and
D&D. A fugitive dust permit, a storm water pollution prevention plan permit, and dig permits would be required at both sites. Surveys,
easements, and consultation with USAF would be required to construct a storm-water retention pond, a permanent site access road and to make
adjustments to maintain or improve traffic flow at the intersection of 20th Street and G Avenue. Mitigation would be required during construction
and operation to minimize or avoid impacts from ground-borne vibration to instruments at an adjacent nanotechnology center. All activities with
