	Proposed_Action_Description: The purpose for DOE/NNSA action is to perform routine maintenance and monitoring activities at facilities within the Albuquerque Complex on Kirtland Air Force Base, New Mexico.  The Albuquerque Complex is located at Pennsylvania and G Avenues. The complex is comprised of 19 facilities, consisting of 262,511 square feet, located on 29 acres. The proposed action consists of ongoing, routine maintenance, monitoring and minor construction activities needed to keep the administrative office facilities, surrounding grounds, and parking lots in a safe working condition.  The proposed action is scheduled from 2017 - 2021 and describes maintenance and monitoring activities similar to those performed in the past.  Work would be done by a contractor who would comply with DOE-approved safety and health program documents, and local, state and federal environmental laws. Biological site surveys would be required prior to ground disturbance, and removal or trimming of vegetation to identify potential impacts to ecological resources.  Any proposed activity that would modify the exterior of buildings 381, 382, 383, and 384 would require prior notification to DOE for compliance with Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act. Coordination with DOE would be required to obtain permits for utility locates, fugitive dust emissions, and storm water pollution prevention plans. All activities associated with hazardous materials, hazardous waste, and asbestos removal and disposal would be performed by qualified contractors in compliance with local, state and federal regulations. This NEPA determination will require annual review by the Albuquerque Complex NCO to determine reauthorization of  the categorical exclusion.
