Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to develop AIN-based Schottky diodes with electrical
properties that drastically reduce forward conduction losses compared to existing high-power diodes. Specifically, the project team will (1)
establish the design for AIN-based Schottky diodes (2) achieve the necessary drift layer properties, (3) implement ion implantation, (4) develop
the process flow for prototype device fabrication/packaging, and (5) characterize prototype devices for demonstrating desired performance. If
successful, the team's project will establish this material as the candidate for next generation high power diodes that greatly reduce forward
losses compared to incumbent technology.

Project activities will be conducted at Adroit Materials and North Carolina State University (both Raleigh, NC) and within laboratories the project
team operates, designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste
management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. No modifications will be made to existing
facilities to accommodate the proposed work.
