Rationale for determination: 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide funding to the Alabama Department of Economic and 
Community Affairs. The funding would be in the form of an interest rate buydown subsidy for the construction and 
permanent loan for energy efficiency upgrades. The energy efficiency upgrades would be part of a construction effort 
for the redevelopment of the historic Daniel Pratt Mill property into multi-family housing units. 

The Daniel Pratt Mill Factory was built in 1848 along Autauga Creek in Prattville, AL but has been sitting vacant for 
many years. The property consists of the factory with various industrial buildings located on 12 acres that are part of 
the Daniel Pratt Historic District. The factory would require substantial rehabilitation and modification to accommodate 
the proposed residential units. The planned activities for the DOE funding would include: new windows and doors; 
attic, roof, and floor insulation; high reflective roofing comprised of thermoplastic polyolefin and metal; caulking for the 
building envelope; re-pointing masonry; LED lighting, low-emissivity window film; new storm windows; low-flow 
plumbing fixtures; and energy-Star-rated residential appliances and mechanical units. 
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Part of the site is within the 100 year-floodplain. After evaluation of the potential impacts, DOE has determined that the 
proposed activities would not have short-term or long-term adverse impacts to the floodplain. Additionally, DOE has 
determined that the project activities are not subject to the preparation and distribution of a notice of floodplain action 
as required under Subpart B of 10 CFR 1022 “Compliance with Floodplain and Wetland Environmental Review 
Requirements”, as the proposed activities are minor modifications or additions to existing facilities to improve 
environmental conditions and the requirement is not applicable (10 CFR 1022.5(d)(3)). 

Under the DOE Historic Preservation Programmatic Agreement, the recipient consulted with the State Historic 
Preservation Officer(SHPO). DOE concurs with the Deputy SHPO determination that the proposed work would have 
no adverse effect on the historic property.
