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The small scale crystal synthesis lab will grow intermetallic and oxide crystals of non-rad samples. The crystals will be grown using liquid flux and
salt flux techniques. The liquid flux growth will be carried out in sealed quartz ampoule and the salt flux growth uses either aluminum oxide or Pt
crucibles. The clean (non-radiological) hood in the C142/146 will be used for chemical handling. The quartz ampoules sealing activity will be
performed in the Glass Laboratory which will be relocated out of 773-A in 2022. The existed furnaces in C119/123 and C142/146 will be used for
the crystal growth.
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
