This Amended Determination follows the approval of additional funds to mitigate the impact of COVID-related delays and support the project team's small-scale, research and development activities to test its ultrashort pulse reflectometer (USPR) system for compact, magnetically-confined fusion-energy concept devices. Specifically, the additional funds will enable the team to deploy their electron density profile diagnostic to the Princeton Field Reversed Configuration (PFRC) experiment in Princeton, NJ and to the CTFusion experiment in Seattle, WA. If successful, the project team will test and validate the effectiveness of its diagnostic on these two experiments, allowing the team to meet its project goals and position it for future funding.

Project tasks continue to fit within the class of actions identified under the DOE Categorical Exclusion identified below and do not involve any extraordinary circumstances that may affect the significance of the environmental effects of the project.
