(a) Actions to conserve energy or water, demonstrate potential energy or water conservation, and promote energy 
efficiency that would not have the potential to cause significant changes in the indoor or outdoor concentrations of 
potentially harmful substances. These actions may involve financial and technical assistance to individuals (such as 
builders, owners, consultants, manufacturers, and designers), organizations (such as utilities), and governments 
(such as state, local, and tribal). Covered actions include, but are not limited to weatherization (such as insulation 
and replacing windows and doors); programmed lowering of thermostat settings; placement of timers on hot water 
heaters; installation or replacement of energy efficient lighting, low-flow plumbing fixtures (such as faucets, toilets, 
and showerheads), heating, ventilation, and air conditioning systems, and appliances; installation of drip-irrigation 
systems; improvements in generator efficiency and appliance efficiency ratings; efficiency improvements for 
vehicles and transportation (such as fleet changeout); power storage (such as flywheels and batteries, generally 
less than 10 megawatt equivalent); transportation management systems (such as traffic signal control systems, car 
navigation, speed cameras, and automatic plate number recognition); development of energy-efficient 
manufacturing, industrial, or building practices; and small-scale energy efficiency and conservation research and 
development and small-scale pilot projects. Covered actions include building renovations or new structures, 
provided that they occur in a previously disturbed or developed area. Covered actions could involve commercial, 
residential, agricultural, academic, institutional, or industrial sectors. Covered actions do not include rulemakings, 
standard-settings, or proposed DOE legislation, except for those actions listed in B5.1(b) of this appendix. (b) 
Covered actions include rulemakings that establish energy conservation standards for consumer products and 
industrial equipment, provided that the actions would not: (1) have the potential to cause a significant change in 
manufacturing infrastructure (such as construction of new manufacturing plants with considerable associated 
ground disturbance); (2) involve significant unresolved conflicts concerning alternative uses of available resources 
(such as rare or limited raw materials); (3) have the potential to result in a significant increase in the disposal of 
materials posing significant risks to human health and the environment (such as RCRA hazardous wastes); or (4) 
have the potential to cause a significant increase in energy consumption in a state or region. 

 

Rationale for determination: 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide funding to the State of Mississippi- Development 
Authority, Energy & Natural Resources to support the Mississippi Industrial Energy Efficiency Program (MIEEP). 
MIEEP provides grants to Mississippi companies to make energy efficient upgrades that reduce energy consumption 
and operating costs. Proposals from Mississippi companies were competitively selected and would receive grants to 
fund up to 50% of total proposed project costs, not to exceed $50,000. 

Proposed energy efficiency activities include replacing existing interior metal halide and florescent light fixtures with 
LED lighting, upgrading existing compressed air (CA) systems, with CA audits, leak detection surveys, installing 
pressure flow controllers, automation controls and new efficient compressors. Thermal barrier vinyl doors in existing 
forklift passageways would also be installed. 

Proposed activities would occur at manufacturing or food processing facilities. No structural modifications or permits 
would be required for the energy efficiency upgrades. All applicable state and federal requirements related to the 
proper disposal and/or recycling of non-hazardous construction waste, would be followed.
