Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to the University of Maryland, College
Park to design, develop, fabricate, and test an advanced absorption chiller system for HVAC applications. Project
activities would occur in laboratory space at the University of Maryland over a three year period.

Project activities include analysis, modeling, and standard laboratory activities that would occur within existing
laboratory space where no physical modifications or ground disturbing activities would be required and no change in
the use of the facilities would result from project activities. No modifications to permits or new permits, additional
licenses and/or authorizations would be necessary for proposed project activities. The project would involve the use
and handling of various hazardous materials, including organic solvents. All such handling would occur in-lab with
proper hazardous material handling and disposal practices, so project activities that involve these materials would
pose no risk to the public. All hazardous materials would be managed in accordance with Federal, state, and local
environmental regulations. Existing corporate health and safety policies and procedures would be followed, including
employee training, proper protective equipment, engineering controls, monitoring, and internal assessments.
Additional policies and procedures would be implemented as necessary as new health and safety risks are
identified. Any chemical waste generated by the project would be stored in an appropriate container with a label in
the lab temporarily. The project team would then inform the Department of Environmental Safety, Sustainability &
Risk at University of Maryland, College Park to pick up the chemical waste materials for disposal. DOE does not
anticipate any impacts to resources of concern due to the proposed activities of the project.
