Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to the University of Maryland (UMD)
to develop a low cost triple pane vacuum-insulated glass (TPVIG) window which can be mass produced and cut to
size on site. Project work would occur at UMD, Clemson University, and independent testing agencies.

Project activities include technology to market and techno-economic analyses, materials selection and testing, and
prototype development. After initial testing, larger prototypes would be sent out for independent thermal and
structural testing. The TPVIG design would be optimized and if the design allows, a field cutting method would be
identified and tested. All project work would occur within existing office or laboratory space where no physical
modifications or ground disturbing activities would be required and only minimal change in the use of the facilities
would result from project activities. No modifications to permits or new permits, additional licenses and/or
authorizations would be necessary for proposed project activities. The project would involve heating and melting
solder glass at high temperatures under vacuum conditions and the fabrication of glass fiber. This work would occur
within existing facilities following existing University health and safety policies and procedures, including employee
training, proper protective equipment, engineering controls, monitoring, and internal assessments. Glass solder may
contain elements considered hazardous, but these elements would be encased within solidified glass when in use.
Any hazardous regulated waste generated would be disposed of through guidelines provided by the University’s
health and safety office. Non-hazardous wastes would be disposed of following appropriate environmental health
and safety approved processes. DOE does not anticipate any impacts to resources of concern due to the proposed
activities of the project.
