Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to the University of Central Florida
Board of Trustees to identify and quantify the impact of both procedural and technical best practices in the
residential building space to bear on the international model energy code process. Project activities include
evaluating 1) empirical energy and cost data on the differences in residential code compliance methods, 2) an
inventory of compliance issues, technology gaps, potential energy and cost impacts associated with in each
compliance method, and 3) specifications for electronic tools that meet the needs of jurisdictions wishing to improve
the code permitting and compliance verification process. All project activities would consist exclusively of intellectual,
academic, or analytical activities such as information gathering, data analysis, and data dissemination.
