Proposed Action or Project Description:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) proposes to conduct continued routine activities such as monitoring and
maintenance actions, general site activities, non-routine actions, and administrative actions at the Falls City Disposal site.
DOE completed Environmental Checklist LM 33-11 in 2011 for these actions. This Environmental Checklist (LM 33a-11)
updates the evaluation of potential impacts for these types of actions, and also evaluates erecting a temporary storage
shed onsite and conducting selective vegetation clearing for off-site monitoring well access routes. Environmental
considerations include air emissions/air quality, noise, solid waste generation, pesticide/herbicide use, access to/use of
non-DOE property, ground water use/quality/contamination, and surface/ground disturbance. Disclosed environmental
effects were found to be minor. Best management practices would be applied to further minimize environmental effects.
