Proposed Action Title: Building 11-15A Demolition - Amendment 01

Program or Field Office: NNSA Production Office (Pantex)
Location(s) (City/County/State): Amarillo, Carson, Texas

Proposed Action Description:

The original scope of work involved the demolition of Building 11-15A and the associated ramp (11-015y). The scope of work has been revised to
include the removal of the earthen barricade located west of Building 11-15A. The timber would be disposed of and the earth berm would be
used as backfill. The site would then be restored to its original condition. Building 11-15A has been deemed excess to the Pantex Plant’s needs.
Demolition would reduce the Plant’s footprint, reduce costs, and eliminate the hazards associated with vacant, deteriorating structures. A Texas
Department of State Health Services (TDSHS) Demolition/Renovation Notification Form would be submitted prior to demolition activities.

If changes are made to the scope of action so that it is no longer bound by the action described in the original documentation, as amended, or is
expanded to encompass other actions, NEPA requirements for the action will need to be reassessed at that time and further NEPA analysis may
be required.
