	Proposed_Action_Description: Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to test and validate the performance of its Window Energy Management Systems (WEMS). Specifically, the project team will (1) obtain baseline data, (2) install and integrate Mackinac WEMS™ units into two military installations, and (3) measure performance to validate energy and cost savings. If successful, the project team will validate the energy efficiency of its WEMS, enabling net-zero energy performance (daylighting without significant heating and cooling losses) with life-cycles of greater than 30 years and costs, including installation, low enough for payback within five years.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities at The Mackinac Technology Company (Rolling Fork, MS), KODE Labs (Detroit, MI), Precise Manufacturing (Casnovia, MI), Fraunhofer USA CCD (East Lansing, MI), US Air Force Academy (Colorado Springs, CO), and Selfridge ANGB (Mt. Clemens, MI) designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. 
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
