Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to develop an innovative and time/energy efficient
harvesting process for large scale offshore cultivation of M. pyrifera (macroalgae). Specifically, the project team will (1) complete hatchery
construction, launching, and seeding to produce seeding material, (2) conduct experiments to optimize Macrocystis yield, cultivation system
performance, and economics of farming, (3) test several novel methods for harvesting M. pyrifera; and (4) test the performance of the cultivation
system under different environmental and operational parameters. If successful, the project team will develop new, innovative technologies that
would enable automated and scalable processes for propagating and seeding seaweeds in a large-scale cultivation scenario, reducing the
propagation and seeding costs substantially.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities (See Attachment A) designed for the applicable activities. Project tasks will be conducted
in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory
requirements. No modifications will be made to existing facilities to accommodate the proposed work. Ocean Rainforest, Inc., under the terms of
its ARPA-E Cooperative Agreement, is prohibited from commencing applicable project work before (1) obtaining the necessary permits and
approvals and (2) providing written assurances to ARPA-E of the same.
