Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities to develop energy efficient integrated photonic
networking technologies for datacenters and high performance computing (HPC), Specifically, the project team will (1) complete system
modeling and architectural design; (2) design and fabricate multiplexing/de-multiplexing (MUX/DEMUX) and multi-core fiber (MCF) interface; and
(3) characterize and demonstrate the system. If successful, the project team's silicon nitride (SiN) technology would achieve between 10-1000X
reduction in loss compared to competing technologies, resulting in lower power consumption.

Project activities will be conducted at an existing facility at Ultra-low Loss Technologies (Santa Barbara, CA) designed for the applicable
activities. Project tasks will be conducted in accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to
applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements. No modifications will be made to existing facilities to accommodate the proposed
work.
