Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy’s (DOE) Weatherization Assistance Program (WAP) is authorized per Title IV of the
Energy Independence and Security Act of 2007. The goal of WAP is to increase the energy efficiency of dwellings
owned or occupied by low-income persons, reduce their total residential expenditures, and improve their health and
safety. DOE has approximately $18.6 million available for the Enhancement and Innovation (E&l) Program under the
2021 appropriations for the WAP E&I Funding Opportunity Announcement (DE-FOA-0002520).

DOE has determined the following “Allowable Activities” that are funded by DE-FOA-0002520 are categorically
excluded from further NEPA review, absent extraordinary circumstances, cumulative impacts, or connected actions
that may lead to significant impacts on the environment, or any inconsistency with “integral elements” (as contained in
10 CFR Part 1021, Appendix B) as they relate to a specific activity. The State of Vermont, Office of Economic
Opportunity (OEQ) proposes to develop a plan to launch a Weatherization Training Center, (Training Center) identify a
training center operator, launch a statewide weatherization worker recruitment and marketing campaign, and an
apprenticeship program. Not all project activities are defined, so some Tasks/Subtasks are restricted until additional
details are determined. The OEO would complete the following “Allowable Activities.”

Allowable Activities:

. Task 1, Subtasks 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, 1.4, 1.5, 1.6, 1.7 to:

. Formalize a project steering committee

. Initiate community engagement with underrepresented communities as co-creators

. Complete a needs and resource assessment for the project

. Begin the preliminary design of the Training Center

. Develop business plan that defines the governance, financial and marketing plan for the Training Center

f. Training by project partners to inform development of curriculum at the Training Center. This activity could include
shadowing of existing WAP providers in the field which is covered under NEPA Determination GFO-WAP-2022A
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2. Task 2, Subtask 2.1, 2.2, 2.3 to:

a. Establish a governing body for the Training Center
b. Identify a Training Center operator

c. Hire and train staff

3. Task 5 to evaluate the project with documentation of key strategies, tools and partnerships that led to success in
recruiting, training, and supporting individuals from underrepresented groups in home energy performance and energy



efficiency.

The recipient is required to consult with the DOE Project Officer and NEPA Specialist before beginning any work on
Task 2, Subtask 2.4 and all Subtasks under Task 3 and Task 4. Approval from the DOE Contracting Officer would be
required for these Tasks and Subtasks. Once a possible Training Center location is identified, additional NEPA review
will be required to assess potential impacts associated with any facility modifications necessary and proposed training
activities. Additional information, including a new Environmental Questionnaire may be requested to complete the
NEPA review for the identified Training Center.

The Recipient is required to participate in DOE led training on NEPA and Historic Preservation which would include the
additional reporting requirements for the above activities prior to commencing work on the above activities. The
training is available at www.energy.gov/node/4816816. The recipient is responsible for contacting NEPA with any
NEPA or historic preservation questions at GONEPA@ee.doe.gov.

The Recipient is responsible for identifying and promptly notifying DOE of extraordinary circumstances, cumulative
impacts, or connected actions that may lead to significant impacts on the environment, or any inconsistency with the
“integral elements” (as contained in 10 CFR Part 1021, Appendix B) relating to any proposed activities.

Most activities listed under "Allowable Activities" are more restrictive than the Categorical Exclusion. The restrictions
must be followed for the Allowable Activity to be applicable.

For activities requiring additional NEPA review, including any ground disturbing activities, the Recipient must complete
the environmental questionnaire (found at https://www.eere-pmc.energy.gov/NEPA.aspx) for review by DOE.
