Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to Boise State University to model and
test thermal properties of ceramic particles in heat exchangers. Project activities would include laboratory tests, data
analysis, and data modeling.

Ceramic particle packing, testing of thermal properties of particle-sized distributions for packed bed heat exchangers,
and data analysis and modeling would occur at Boise State University in Boise, ID. Radiometry measurements and
additional data analysis and modeling would occur at Oregon State University in Corvallis, OR.

All project activities would be completed in existing, purpose-built facilities. No physical modifications to existing
facilities, ground disturbance, or changes to the use, mission, or operations of existing facilities would be required. No
additional permits or authorizations would be required. Existing university health, safety, and environmental policies
and procedures would be followed at all facilities, including personnel training, proper personal protective equipment,
engineering controls, monitoring, and internal assessments.

DOE has considered potential impacts on resources, including those of an ecological, historical, cultural, and
socioeconomic nature. DOE does not anticipate adverse impacts on these resources.
