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REVISION: The Department of Energy (DOE), in collaboration with HUD, updated Weatherization
Memorandum 109: Eligible Buildings — U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) Lists,
previously issued August 29, 2023. The updated Memorandum is WAP Memorandum 109 REVISED, as noted
above. The revisions are outlined below as “Signification Updates” or “Minor Updates.”

MEMO 109
Significant Updates

o The names of the multifamily property lists have been updated to better reflect HUD naming conventions.

Minor Updates

o Definitions of the lists have been updated to clarify the nature of the listed properties.

WPN 22-5 EXPANSION OF CLIENT ELIGIBILITY IN THE WEATHERIZATION ASSISTANCE
PROGRAM, FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Significant Updates

o The names of the multifamily property lists have been updated to better reflect HUD naming conventions.

e (4 updated to remove mention of procedural requirements for weatherization, as the question only
mentions income requirements, and to clarify which properties can be considered categorically eligible.

e (7 updated to clarify DOE procedural requirements and how to verify that these requirements have
been met.

e 08 updated to clarify that it discusses procedural requirements on “protection from rent increases” and
“no undue enhancement.” Also edited to clarify that not all states require a three-year moratorium on
rent increases after weatherization.



Minor Updates

e Minor changes to language throughout for clarity.

o Changed language to reflect that the listed properties are PHA operated, not owned. These property
lists do not provide details to determine if a property is subject to Build America, Buy America (BABA)
requirements. Grantees should review WAP Memorandum 104 for Build America, Buy America

requirements.
o ‘Sheet’ changed to ‘list’ throughout.
o (4 updated to reference Q7 and Q8.

As required in 42 U.S. Code § 6863(b)(3), on October 20, 2021, the Secretary of Energy approved the
Department of Energy’s (DOE) WAP to extend categorical income eligibility to HUD means-tested programs.

Weatherization Program Notice (WPN) 22-5 expanded WAP’s categorical income eligibility to include HUD
means-tested programs’ income qualifications at or below 80% of Area Median Income (AMI). WPN 22-5 was
accompanied by three spreadsheets listing HUD’s public and assisted housing multifamily properties which are
categorically or potentially income eligible, i.e., meet DOE’s requirement that 66% of residents are income
eligible (50% for 2-4 unit buildings).

WAP Grantees and Subgrantees may use these lists to certify that applicants have met the multifamily income
requirements of HUD means tested programs through mechanisms including, but not limited to, applicant
documentation, interagency lists of recipients, shared system databases, etc. The method of verification for
eligibility must be included in the client file.

DOE, in collaboration with HUD, is releasing three updated lists, along with a data dictionary to assist with the
use of these lists. These lists are:

1. Public Housing Buildings Qualified: A list of multifamily buildings operated by Public Housing
Authorities (PHAs) which are categorically eligible for WAP services. These are buildings in which
66% or more units (for buildings of 5+ units) or 50% or more units (for buildings of 2-4 units) are HUD
assisted, and they are categorically eligible regardless of occupancy rate. These property lists do not
provide details to determine if a property is subject to Build America, Buy America (BABA)
requirements. Grantees should review WAP Memorandum 104 for Build America, Buy America
requirements.

2. Public Housing Further Verification Required: A list of HUD operated multifamily buildings which
may be eligible for WAP services. The Subgrantee must verify that the minimum number of units are
eligible for weatherization (66% for 5+ unit buildings or 50% for 2-4 unit buildings) using methods
outlined in WPN 22-5. These properties may need further verification either due to a low rate of HUD
assisted units or discrepancies in the existing databases.

3. Assisted Multifamily Properties: A list of privately-owned multifamily buildings containing HUD
assisted units may be eligible for WAP services. The Subgrantee must verify that the minimum number

of units (66% for 5+ unit buildings or 50% for 2-4 unit buildings) are eligible for weatherization using
methods outlined in WPN 22-5, as the number of assisted units can change as occupancy changes.

For information on how to use the HUD lists for verifying multifamily income eligibility see the Frequently
Asked Questions (FAQs) that accompany WPN 22-5.

HUD has also provided DOE with a list of Single-Family Buildings which are HUD managed and are
categorically eligible for weatherization. DOE will provide Grantees with the list of Single-Family Buildings
along with lists of duplexes to each Grantee for their service territory. The lists are provided on separate tabs:
Eligible HUD 1 Family Buildings (categorically eligible), Eligible HUD 2 Family Buildings (categorically
eligible), Needs Verification HUD Assisted (needs further verification), and Needs Verification HUD 2 Family
(needs further verification). Not every Grantee will receive every list, because not every Grantee has properties of
each type in their service area. These lists will only be available to WAP Grantees and Subgrantees.

WAP Grantees, Subgrantees, and E&I Grantees should refer to WPN 22-12: Multifamily Weatherization and
WPN 22-13: Weatherization of Rental Units for additional information on building eligibility.
