Based on my review of the information concerning the proposed action, as NEPA Compliance Officer (authorized under DOE
Policy 451.1), I have made the following determination:

Description:

A9 Information Information gathering (including, but not limited to, literature surveys, inventories, site visits, and

gathering, analysis, audits), data analysis (including, but not limited to, computer modeling), document preparation

and dissemination (including, but not limited to, conceptual design, feasibility studies, and analytical energy supply and
demand studies), and information dissemination (including, but not limited to, document publication and
distribution, and classroom training and informational programs), but not including site characterization
or environmental monitoring.

photovoltaic systems located on a building or other structure (such as rooftop, parking lot or facility, and mounted to

systems signage, lighting, gates, or fences), or if located on land, generally comprising less than 10 acres within

a previously disturbed or developed area. Covered actions would be in accordance with applicable
requirements (such as local land use and zoning requirements) in the proposed project area and would
incorporate appropriate control technologies and best management practices.

Rationale for determination:

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to administer Congressionally Directed Spending to the Town of
Stratford, New Hampshire to construct a roof-top solar array and electric vehicle (EV) station at a public pavilion, the
town library, and the town hall.

Proposed project activities would include the installation and interconnection of:

1. A 6-kW rooftop solar photovoltaic (PV) array and two (2) electric vehicle charging stations at the Town Pavilion
located at 1956 US Route 3. The 20-panel PV array would provide electricity to the Stratford Public Library located
adjacent to the pavilion at 74 Main St. The solar panels would be installed on the southwest facing roof and would be
connected to the grid, and the EV charging stations would be mounted to the public pavilion. Roof racking would be
installed, and wiring would be tied into the existing electrical panel.

2. Air source heat pumps would be installed at the town library and town hall to replace existing units. Three (3)
ductless air-source heat pumps (two 18,000 BTU units and one 24,000 BTO unit) at the Stratford Public Library to
reduce the use of fossil-fuel based heating fuels.

There would be no ground disturbing activities or trenching. All local building and electrical codes would be followed,
as well as Occupational Safety and Health Administration regulations.

The library has been identified as eligible for the National Register of Historic Places. Constructed around 1858, the
library originally was used as a train station, but was renovated in 2005. Over the years, the structure has been
modified. Pursuant to Section 106 of the National Historic Preservation Act, DOE submitted a Request for Review to
the New Hampshire Division of Historical Resources, State Historic Preservation Officer (NH SHPO) and received
concurrence with the determination that proposed project activities would have no adverse effect to historic properties.
DOE also conducted a review of potential issues related to other resources of concern and found no effects that would
be expected to result from the proposed project activities.
