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Based on my review of the information concerning the proposed action, as NEPA Compliance Officer (authorized under DOE 
Policy 451.1), I have made the following determination:

Siting, construction, modification, operation, and decommissioning of facilities for smallscale research 
and development projects; conventional laboratory operations (such as preparation of chemical 
standards and sample analysis); and small-scale pilot projects (generally less than 2 years) 
frequently conducted to verify a concept before demonstration actions, provided that construction or 
modification would be within or contiguous to a previously disturbed or developed area (where active 
utilities and currently used roads are readily accessible). Not included in this category are 
demonstration actions, meaning actions that are undertaken at a scale to show whether a technology 
would be viable on a larger scale and suitable for commercial deployment. 

Rationale for determination: 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to RAPID Manufacturing Institute 
(RAPID) for the development of reactors and processes used in plastics recycling. Project activities would consist of 
catalyst development, fabrication and operation of both microwave and induction reactors, computer modeling, and 
data analysis. 

Catalyst development would occur at Applied Catalysts (Applied) in Laurens, SC; West Virginia University (WVU) in 
Morgantown, WV; the University of Delaware (UD) in Newark, DE; and the University of South Carolina (USC) in 
Columbia, SC. Development, fabrication, and testing of reactors would occur at WVU, UD, USC, Mainland Solutions 
LLC in Yadkinville, NC, and Autumn Energy Corporation in Aiken, SC. Computer modeling, data analysis, and 
research would occur in various forms at RAPID in New York, NY; Shell International Exploration and Production, 
located in Houston, TX; Dow Chemical in Midland, MI; Siemens Corporation in Princeton, NJ; Electronic Power 
Research Institute in Palo Alto, CA; and the National Energy Technology Laboratory in Morgantown, WV. 

All project activities would be completed in existing, purpose-built facilities. No new permits or licenses would be 
needed to perform project activities. Facility modifications would be required at USC for the installation of a 230-volt 
electrical line. 

Potential hazards include the handling of and exposure to chemicals and microwave radiation. Award recipients would 
adhere to established health and safety policies and procedures when performing project work, and would observe all 
applicable federal, state, and local health, safety, and environmental regulations. 

DOE has considered the scale, duration, and nature of proposed activities to determine potential impacts on 
resources, including those of an ecological, historical, cultural, and socioeconomic nature. DOE does not anticipate 
impacts on these resources which would be considered significant or require DOE to consult with other agencies or 
stakeholders. 

Any work proposed to be conducted at a federal facility may be subject to additional NEPA review by the cognizant 
federal official and must meet the applicable health and safety requirements of the facility.

This proposal is not connected to other 
actions with potentially significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.25(a)(1)), is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but 
cumulatively significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.27(b)(7)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or 10 CFR 1021.211 concerning 
limitations on actions during preparation of an environmental impact statement. 

The proposed action is categorically excluded from further NEPA review.
