Rationale for determination: 

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide funding to the Town of Littleton, Massachusetts to 
develop a localized electrification program that would optimize customer energy savings, leverage incentives, and 
reduce fossil fuel consumption and energy burdens. 

The electrification program would develop a clean energy blueprint which Massachusetts communities could use to 
chart paths toward clean and sustainable energy solutions. The award would be executed through two phases. The 
first phase would focus on designing the blueprint strategy, data collection, stakeholder outreach, and the 
development of incentives. The second phase would focus on program outreach, development and distribution of 
educational materials, workshops, webinars, and community collaboration. Additionally, data collection and marketing 
analysis would be conducted to evaluate the program’s effectiveness. 

The Town of Littleton would observe all applicable federal, state, and local health, safety, and environmental 
regulations. Award activities would be administrative in nature, and would occur entirely within existing, purpose-built 
facilities. Therefore, no adverse impacts to sensitive resources are expected as a result of award activities at any 
location. No changes in the use, mission, or operation of existing facilities and locations would arise out of this effort.

environment and conducted in accordance with applicable requirements, such as those listed in paragraph B(5) of 10 CFR Part 1021, 
Subpart D, Appendix B. 

There are no extraordinary circumstances related to the proposed action that may affect the significance of the environmental effects 
of the proposal. 

The proposed action has not been segmented to meet the definition of a categorical exclusion. This proposal is not connected to other 
actions with potentially significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.25(a)(1)), is not related to other actions with individually insignificant but 
cumulatively significant impacts (40 CFR 1508.27(b)(7)), and is not precluded by 40 CFR 1506.1 or 10 CFR 1021.211 concerning 
limitations on actions during preparation of an environmental impact statement.
