Rationale for determination:

Information gathering (including, but not limited to, literature surveys, inventories, site visits, and
audits), data analysis (including, but not limited to, computer modeling), document preparation
(including, but not limited to, conceptual design, feasibility studies, and analytical energy supply and
demand studies), and information dissemination (including, but not limited to, document publication
and distribution, and classroom training and informational programs), but not including site
characterization or environmental monitoring. (See also B3.1 of appendix B to this subpart.)

Siting, construction, modification, operation, and decommissioning of facilities for smallscale research
and development projects; conventional laboratory operations (such as preparation of chemical
standards and sample analysis); and small-scale pilot projects (generally less than 2 years)
frequently conducted to verify a concept before demonstration actions, provided that construction or
modification would be within or contiguous to a previously disturbed or developed area (where active
utilities and currently used roads are readily accessible). Not included in this category are
demonstration actions, meaning actions that are undertaken at a scale to show whether a technology
would be viable on a larger scale and suitable for commercial deployment.

Siting, construction, modification, operation, and decommissioning of facilities for indoor small-scale
research and development projects and small-scale pilot projects using nanoscale materials in
accordance with applicable requirements (such as engineering, worker safety, procedural, and
administrative regulations) necessary to ensure the containment of any hazardous materials.
Construction and modification activities would be within or contiguous to a previously disturbed or
developed area (where active utilities and currently used roads are readily accessible).

The U.S. Department of Energy (DOE) is proposing to provide federal funding to AvCarb Materials Solutions for the
design and development of a production line that would produce carbon veil coatings used in fuel cells. A community
benefits plan would also be developed.

The proposed award activities would occur over two budget periods (BPs), with a Go/No Go decision point between
the BPs. Project activities in BP1 would consist of research, development, laboratory testing, and data collection and
analysis, and would occur at the following locations:

» AvCarb Lowell, Lowell, MA

* AvCarb Cleveland, Wadsworth, OH

* North Carolina State University, Raleigh, NC

* University of South Carolina, Columbia, SC

* University of California, Irvine, Irvine, CA.

BP2 activities would include installation and validation of the carbon veil production line at a site that has not yet been
selected. Therefore, this NEPA Determination does not apply to BP2.

All project activities in BP1 would be completed in existing, purpose-built facilities. No new permits or licenses would
be required. Potential hazards include the handling of flammable gas, corrosives, and nanoparticles. All nanoscale
materials would be handled using proper engineering controls. Award recipients would adhere to established health
and safety policies and procedures when performing project work, and would observe all applicable federal, state, and
local health, safety, and environmental regulations.

DOE has considered the scale, duration, and nature of proposed activities to determine potential impacts on
resources, including those of an ecological, historical, cultural, and socioeconomic nature. DOE does not anticipate



impacts on these resources which would be considered significant or require DOE to consult with other agencies or
stakeholders.
