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Key Submission Points

Protected Personally Identifiable Information

All information provided by the Applicant must to the greatest extent possible exclude
Personally Identifiable Information (PIl). The term “personally identifiable information” refers
to information which can be used to distinguish or trace an individual's identity, such as name,
social security number, biometric records, etc. alone, or when combined with other

personal or identifying information which is linked or linkable to a specific individual, such as
date and place of birth, mother’s maiden name, etc. (See OMB Memorandum M-07-16 dated
May 22, 2007, found at:
https://www.whitehouse.gov/sites/default/files/omb/memoranda/fy2007/m07-16.pdf

By way of example, Applicants must screen resumes to ensure that they do not contain Pll such
as personal addresses, phone/cell numbers, personal emails, or social security numbers. In
short, if the Pll is not essential to the application, it should not be in the application.
