Proposed Action Title: Oregon State University -- AMPERE - Advanced Materials for Plasma-Exposed Robust Electrodes - VCMs
(volumetrically complex materials)

Proposed Action Description:
Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development activities of plasma-favorable electrode materials to

ultimately lead to more durable and practical fusion devices that operate more efficiently and at a much lower cost. Specifically, the
project team will (1) model and manufacture at least two volumetrically complex materials (VCM) designs; (2) test and validate VCM
designs for performance and function; and (3) adjust and refine VCM designs for final performance validation and production for use in
future applications. If successful, the AMPERE system could lead to a safe, carbon-free, abundant energy source.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities at Oregon State University (Corvallis, OR) designed for the proposed work. These
projects fit within the class of actions identified under the DOE Categorical Exclusions identified below. This assessment was based on a
review of the proposed scope of work and the potential environmental impacts of each project. All project tasks will be conducted in
accordance with established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and Local
regulatory requirements.
