Proposed Action Title: Purdue University -- Optically Powered Ultra-high-Speed (OPUS) Wound-Field Synchronous Generator

Proposed Action Description:

Funding will support the project's small-scale research and development of an optically powered ultra-high-speed (OPUS) wound-field
synchronous generator (WFSG) for use in uncrewed aircraft, which uses a high efficiency solar cell not reliant on rare-earth materials.
Specifically, the project team will (1) develop, test, and validate a low-power prototype OPUS WFSG; (2) incorporate testing outcomes into the
system to develop a high-power OPUS WFSG; (3) integrate OPUS WSFG with an optical encoder; and (4) test and validate full system
effectiveness and functionality. If successful, this project would enable sustainable power generation from renewable sources, resulting in a
reduced environmental footprint and increased U.S. energy security.

Project activities will be conducted at an existing facility at Purdue University (West Lafayette, IN). Project tasks fit within the class of actions
identified under the DOE Categorical Exclusions identified below. This assessment was based on a review of the proposed scope of work and
the potential environmental impacts of the project. The project team has certified that project tasks will be conducted in accordance with
established safety and materials/waste management protocols and pursuant to applicable Federal, State, and local regulatory requirements.
