In conjunction with this, the old guard booths and trailer will be demolished along with associated utilities and structures. New booths with a canopy will be installed in the same location as the original structures. Paving of the surrounding area will be incorporated into the project with only a minimal increase in the impervious paving. A small expansion to the north for additional paving for exit lanes will also be required along with minimal associated tree removal. Utilities will be installed to service the new booths and canopy.
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
