	Proposed Action Title: Demolition of Building 902 Mechanical Room L-23

	Locations (City/County/State): Brookhaven National Laboratory (Upton, Suffolk County, New York)
	Proposed Action Description: Mechanical Room L-23 is a metal shed residing outdoors north of Building 902. The shed is comprised of metal corrugated panels and structural steel framing. The shed is approximately 24’-6”L x 21’-3”W x 12’-0”H and is secured to a concrete pad approximately 12” thick.  The proposed action is to demolish the shed by unscrewing the wall panels, roof panels and associated fiberglass roofing insulation, temporary plywood wall, and structural framing. The components will be hauled away by BNL riggers to be recycled at the BNL Building 485 scrap yard.  The concrete pad shall be remain-as-existing.
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
