	Proposed Action Description: Funding will support the project team's small-scale research and development of a "hot-plasma-cold-spray" process to convert natural gas directly into nano-graphene thin films for battery electrodes. Specifically, the project team will (1) develop, test, and validate a prototype plasma reactor; (2) develop, test, and validate prototype cold spraying process; (3) combine processes for full prototype testing and validation; (4) test and validate final battery products to meet project metrics; and (5) conduct a techno-economic analysis and life cycle assessment. If successful, this project will result in lower-cost, more efficient production of materials needed for batteries and energy storage technologies, ultimately reducing dependence on foreign energy and minerals and improving energy efficiency, thereby increasing U.S. energy security.

Project activities will be conducted at existing facilities at University of California, Irvine (Irvine, CA) designed for the applicable activities.
