	Proposed Action Description: Pike County Portsmouth DC LLC (PORTS DC) has leased approximately 189 acres at the Portsmouth Gaseous Diffusion Plant in Piketon, Pike County, Ohio. This land is intended for industrial use, specifically for Artificial Intelligence (AI) and Cloud data centers. The lease also covers all associated and ancillary structures, equipment, and systems necessary for its intended purpose as an AI/Cloud Campus (AI Campus) through a phased lease agreement, referred to as the Batch 1 lease premises.
During Phase 1 of the initial term of the lease agreement, PORTS DC will conduct and complete assessment activities. These activities are crucial to determine the feasibility, permitting, design, and construction requirements of the AI Campus. The lease agreement between PORTS DC and the Department of Energy mandates a substantially complete Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) covering the leased premises.
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
