STATEMENT OF INTENT

The Minister of Fuels and Energy of the Russian Federation and the Secretary of Energy of
the United States held discussions on a wide range of energy issues which require close
contact, cooperation and regular meetings at the highest levels between the two energy
agencies. The Minister and the Secretary agree that long lasting government-to-government
relationships which provide certainty to the private sector are essential to encourage providing
capital for important energy and environmental projects in Russia. The Minister and the
Secretary agreed on the need to work together to assist Russia to develop appropriate policy,
legal, regulatory and technological frameworks sufficient to accommodate private investment.
Additionally, the Minister and the Secretary agreed to work together to develop an
infrastructure capable of encouraging energy efficiency, oil and gas development, an efficient
refining industry, and the development of a machine building industry.

Based upon the magnitude of these tasks, a formal mechanism will be established to allow the
leaders to monitor progress in these areas. Senior officials from both energy agencies would
be responsible for developing a work plan to ensure results and measure progress. Results
and progress would be measured according to the amount of energy saved, emissions reduced,
capital invested, number of successful ventures entered into, the numbers of jobs attributed to
these projects, and overall benefit to the economy of both nations. What follows are some of
the issues that the leaders believe required close cooperation between the nations:

1. Development of policy, legal, regulatory, and technological infrastructure to encourage:
- Energy Efficiency Improvement
- Oil and Gas Development
- Development of Refining Industry
- Manufacture of Oil and Gas Equipment
- Environmentally Sound Energy Production

2. Other areas requiring close cooperation include:

- Exchange of scientitic and technological personnel for joint work in
laboratories and scientific centers in both countries.

- Training Russian personnel to develop and implement appropriate regulatory,
legal and technological policy to spur a growing energy system.

- Exchange of studcnts, post-graduates, and technical personnel.



* The Department has also agreed to forward the Russian government’s desire to
increase levels of credit available at the Export/Import Bank.

* The Department has also agreed to work with other relevant agencies in the United
States government and Russian ofticials to further develop a proposal for a fund which
would support project feasibility, market identification, and other project planning
activities.

* The Department has also agreed to forward the Russian government’s proposal to seek
funding from the Agency for International Development for various energy projects.
The Department also commits to determine whether it has the authority and funds to
support such projects and to provide such assistance if possible.

The Minister and the Secretary agreed to conclude the work plan for implementing this
Memorandum for Understanding within 45 days of this date.
