Current Business

New CMS releases
Maura ran down the latest and thanked everyone for efforts in restaging content in the CMS. 
· In the past few releases in the CMS, changes have been made in the workflow. In particular, errors have come up on pages with multiple multicolumn paragraphs. There’s no longer the ability to archive drafts. 
· The map content type will be referred to as the interactive content type.
· The YouTube paragraph is now the video paragraph.
· Headshot images are being centered more accurately for contributor nodes being referenced.
· Efforts are ongoing to reduce Siteimprove errors.
· Heading styles were added back to the rich text and full rich text paragraphs. Heading sizes were also reduced. Please nest heading styles appropriately.

Communication Standards
