Request for Expedited Processing

This reguest warrants expedited processing because it pertains to information about which
there is “[a]n urgency to inform the public about an actual or alleged Federal Government
activity,” and it is “made by a person primarily engaged in disseminating information.”
32 C.F.R., § 1700.14(b)(2). The information we request easily satisfies this standard.

The federal government activity at issue here — real or contemplated use of stimulus
funding under ARRA -- raises serious questions about the administration of federal tax
dollar and the management of federal agencies.

The information we are requesting will help the public and Congress fully participate in
the ongoing, current debate over the direction of ARRA and the merits of stimulus
initiatives.

Further, as I explain below in support of our request for “news media”
treatment, the Washington Post is a leading newspaper that is “primarily engaged in
disseminating information.”

Request for News Media Fee Status

The Post asks that it not be charged search or review fees for this request because the
